Necessary Basic Camping Items

1. Socks. One pair for each day of camping and one extra pair

2. Underwear. One pair for each day of camping and one extra pair

3. Boots for hiking. If boots are not available then a pair of shoes

4. Extra pair of shoes in case your pair of boots gets wet

5. Pants or shorts (depending on the weather) for each day of camping

6. Shirts for each day of camping

7. Sweater or fleece pullover if cool outside

8. Coat or light jacket as needed

9. Hat or headwear as needed

10. Rain coat, rain suit, or Poncho

11. Personal hygiene items such as toothbrush and toothpaste, deodorant, comb, bar of soap, and a large towel to dry off with after showers.

12. Any medicines needed during campout (prescriptions will be dispensed by an adult leader with an instruction form)

13. Any seasonal items such as sun block, chapstick, bug repellant, etc.

14. Personal mess kit and utensils for all meals

15. Personal small first aid kit

16. Sleeping bag with proper temperature rating for season

17. Extra blanket if needed in case sleeping bag is not rated for the temperature outside

18. Sleeping pad or mat to put sleeping bag on top of

19. Pillow

20. Backpack, duffel bag, or gear bag to carry all personal items in

21. Water bottle or canteen

22. Any other personal or religious items needed for Scout

Tents and cooking gear will be provided by the Troop. A large master first aid kit will be provided by the Troop. Dish washing tubs and dish soap will be provided by the Troop.

An emergency contact list will be provided to all parents before each campout in case you need to reach a leader while we are camping.

Emergency contact lists for all parents must be provided to Scout leaders before each campout in case leaders need to contact parents while we are camping.
